Need for Reconstruction

* Many streets in poor condition-need paving
* Old cast iron water mains in poor condition

e Sanitary sewer replacement needed to reduce
infiltration of groundwater
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FIGLRE 3
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Older cast iron water mains are
deteriorating (installed 1925-1960)
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Sewer Replacement-
as of 2001

Sanitary Sewer System televised in
2001-2002

Recommendations made for sewers to
replace in 1-2 years and within 5 years

High priority sewer replacement
included in plan for reconstruction

Examples include:
West Briar Lane
Mission Road
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Reconstruction Plan
Approved in 2011
